 HEALTH: a restorative approach to design focusing on healthy, mind, body, soul and environment 

This Fact Sheet provides a description of the overarching theme, impacts of the design, assumptions and 
process related to the specific alternative. Programmatic elements are listed in the Concept Programming 
Matrix and on each alternative.   

DESCRIPTION  
Health is: restoration – a deeper restoration of mind, body, soul and environment. It is unity and connection 
and the relationship of these elements coming together. Health has emphasis on gardens, restored 
landscapes, ecological habitat, high functioning creek, wetlands and stormwater pond. Health has space for 
fitness, but smaller intimate areas for relaxation, picnics, reading books and pathways to stroll through the 
park and experience nature. Health could include edible plants such as fruit trees, strawberry fields and herb 
gardens.  

IMPACTS 

Wetlands 
Impacts to wetlands in this concepts alternative are not known at this time; an updated wetland delineation for 
the entire parcel will need to be completed to determine if there would be ant wetland impacts associated with 
proposed improvements. If wetland impacts are anticipated the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources 
has a General Permit for Recreational Development for impacts less than 10,000 square feet and an 
Individual Permit for impacts greater than 10,000 square feet in area. Additionally, the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers regulates wetlands at the federal level and permits would be required to impact any federal 
wetlands or waters of the U.S. 

Floodway 
There are no impacts to the floodway. Fill in the floodway is generally not allowed by the State or FEMA.  

100-Year floodplain 
Redevelop of the site may require grading or filling in the flood fridge that would require FEMA and local 
approval. Most likely grading or filling in the flood fringe would be a net zero fill impact, meaning for each 
cubic yard of fill placed in the flood fringe, a cubic yard of fill is removed somewhere else on site in the flood 
fringe. (a net zero cut/fill scenario within the floodplain) 

Maintenance 
Additional maintenance and staffing needs for this alternative include: 

1. Specialized maintenance: grass pave, synthetic cricket pitch, all age fitness, skatepark plaza, poured 
in place surfacing, etc.  

2. Establishment and maintenance of habit restoration areas, mown paths for disc golf 
3. Reduction in mowed turf area  
4. Tree house maintenance  

ASSUMPTIONS 

1. The WDNR Stewardship Grant Area-4.6 Acres can be developed. 
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
