SUBJECT: Crime Analysis Report, Entire Year of 2020

During the entire year of 2020, the Oak Creek Police Department responded to 26,147 calls. This is a
10% decrease compared to the previous year. 6,283 incidents came from the East Side, 10,247 was from
the West Side, 7,310 was from the City Center, 1,121 was from the Entire City, and 1,186 was
Unspecified. The East Side saw a 15% decrease, the West Side saw an 8% decrease, the City Center saw
a 7% decrease, and the Entire City saw a 25% decrease compared to the previous year of 2019.

This yearly report will look at the following calls for service: PDO, Burglaries, Theft, Theft from Vehicle,
and Vehicle Theft.

Property Damage MV Accident (PDO)

There were 1,108 reports of PDO during the entire year of 2020. This is a 30% decrease compared to the
previous year of 2019. The top five contributing factors for crashes are listed from greatest to least:
Following to Close (130), Unsafe Backing (106), Inattentive Driving (89), Hit Parked Vehicle (73), and
Failure to Yield (68).

157 happened in the East Side, 269 happened in the West Side, 217 happened in the City Center, 29
happened through the Entire City, and 95 were Unspecified. In the East Side, there was a 16% decrease,
the West Side saw a 29% decrease, the City Center saw a 39% decrease and the Entire City saw a 43%
decrease compared to the previous year of 2019.

There were 3 fatal accidents during the year of 2020.

Burglaries

There was a total of 46 Burglaries during the entire year of 2020. This is a 14% decrease compared to the
previous year of 2019. The East Side saw a 39% decrease, the West Side saw a 22% decrease, and the
City Center saw a 38% increase compared to the previous year of 2019.

Of the 46 burglaries, 22 were residential and 24 were commercial areas. Residential burglaries saw a 40%
decrease and commercial burglary saw a 33% increase compared to 2019. Although residential burglaries
have fallen, garage burglaries continue to be a problem. There were 8 non-forced entries and 0 forced
entries into garages.

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Theft

There were 619 thefts during the entire year of 2020. This is a 3% decrease compared to the previous year
of 2019. 126 happened on the East Side, 213 happened on the West Side, 280 happened in the City
Center.

The East Side saw a 36% decrease, the West Side saw an 1% decrease, and the City Center saw a 22%
increase compared to the previous year of 2019.

In 2020 there were 464 retail thefts, 60 thefts from home, 42 thefts from person(s), 26 employee thefts, 11
package thefts, 5 theft from hotel, 4 theft from construction site, 3 theft from trailer, and 2 theft of city

property.

Theft from Vehicle

There were 185 thefts from vehicles during the entire year of 2020. This is a 10% increase compared to
the previous year of 2019. 58 happened on the East Side, 55 happened on the West Side, and 72 happened
on in the City Center. The East Side saw a 23% decrease, the West Side saw a 19% increase and the City
Center saw a 60% increase compared to 2019.

In 2020, 70% of the vehicles that were entered without consent, happened because the vehicle was
unlocked. 12% of the vehicles that were locked, were opened forcefully, and 18% were unknown. There
were 29 theft of catalytic converter, and 11 license plates taken in 2020.

Catalytic converter theft increased by 163% since 2019. Thefts that have occurred in Oak Creek, have
been done at approx. 2300-0000 and 0200-0300 hours.

Vehicle Theft

There was a total of 60 Vehicle Thefts during the entire year of 2020. This is a 46% increase compared to
the previous year of 2019. 11 happened on the East Side, 33 happened on the West Side, and 16 happened
in the City Center. The East Side Saw a 15% decrease, the West Side saw a 135% increase, and the City
Center saw a 14% increase compared to 2019.

32 of the vehicle thefts were done in residential areas, and 20 were in commercial areas. 17 of the vehicle
thefts were caused by someone that the victim knew and 43 were unknown. About 30% of the vehicle
thefts were caused because the owner left their key inside of the vehicle while unlocked. 82% of all
vehicle thefts were unlocked/opened in 2020. There was a 22% increase of non-forced entries in 2020.
